	Pig fattening farm, capacity: 12500 places

	Pig fattening farm, capacity: 12500 places; 5 barns of 2500 places each, manure storage tanks 8000 cubic meters, land area 36900 square meters

	Description of proposed activity 

(e.g. technology used):
	Pig fattening from 25-30 kg to 110 kg; fattening in closed system barns, mechanically ventilated barns, prefabricated concrete slabs flooring with slurry collected in underground pits that discharge into slurry storage tanks; maximum 3,4 series per year resulting in a production of 4675 tons/tear.

	Description of purpose of proposed activity: 
	The main object of activity of the farm is the fattening of pigs from the weight of 25 kg to the slaughter weight (105-110 kg), in an intensive close circuit system

	Capitalizing on the economic potential of the area

	Land availability; great distance from inhabited areas

	The duration of the construction works is 12 months; the start date of the works is estimated to be: March 2021
Normal service life is: 25 years

	Possible cumulated impact with other similar farms in Arad County: in total there are 14 farms in operation and 3 farms in the project phase, to which is added this project

	- Air emissions: NH3, dust (PM10, PM2.5), NOx

During the operation of the farm, the water supply is made from an underground source

For the power supply, the site organization will be connected to the network in the area

Raw materials will be purchased from authorized Feed Factories

	Outputs 

(e.g. amounts and types of: discharges in air, discharges into the water system, solid waste)
	The results of the air pollutant dispersion modelling study:

The modelling was done in 3 scenarios:
· Scenario 1 - the situation without a project. The operation in Arad County of all existing animal farms that have an integrated environmental permit, to which are added the projects of animal farms that are in the approval procedure at Arad Environment Protection Agency and that have a high probability of being implemented;

· Scenario 2 - the situation with the project. Operation in Arad County of all existing animal farms that have an integrated environmental permit, to which are added the projects of animal farms that are in the process of approval at Arad Environment Protection Agency and that have a high probability of being implemented, as well as the project analysed. This will highlight the influence of the analysed project on air quality, in the context of the operation of all relevant and similar sources in Arad County.

· Scenario 3 - only the analysed project. In this scenario, only the emissions of the analysed project are taken into account. This highlights the absolute values ​​of the concentration of pollutants in the atmosphere, strictly emitted by the project. It also highlights the dispersion area of ​​these pollutants and potential receptors that may be influenced by farm emissions.

Following the mathematical modelling, the following conclusions emerged:

· Authorized active farms and the 3 projects under regulation do not significantly influence air quality in terms of concentration in NH3, PM10, PM2.5 and NOx. At the border, air quality is very weakly influenced, mainly by the Macea Pig Breeding Complex, which is also closest to the border (approx. 4 km).

· For the analysed farm (VR ROM MEAT project) a dispersion wedge is distinguished from the other farms. Thus, the influence of the farm on the atmospheric air quality does not cumulate with the influence of the emissions of the other farms. The area of ​​influence of the analysed farm is a maximum of 3 km around it, without touching the border area.

· The calculated concentrations of pollutants in the atmospheric air are much lower than the maximum allowed. Thus, the influence of the proposed farm emissions on the neighbourhoods is very low in terms of NH3, PM10, PM2.5 and NOx pollutants. The population in the neighbouring settlements will not be significantly affected by the farm's ammonia emissions or other types of pollutants.

The influence of the analysed project on the air quality in the Romania - Hungary border area is very low

	Transboundary impacts (e.g. types, locations, magnitudes):
	The cross-border impact on environmental factors is described:

AIR:

Following the mathematical modelling, the following conclusions emerged.

· Authorized active farms and the 3 projects under regulation do not significantly influence air quality in terms of concentration in NH3, PM10, PM2.5 and NOx. At the border, air quality is very weakly influenced, mainly by the Macea Pig Breeding Complex, which is also closest to the border (approx. 4 km).

· For the analysed farm (VR ROM MEAT project) a dispersion breakdown is distinguished from the other farms. Thus, the influence of the farm on the atmospheric air quality does not cumulate with the influence of the emissions of the other farms. The area of ​​influence of the analysed farm is a maximum of 3 km around it, without touching the border area.

· The calculated concentrations of pollutants in the atmospheric air are much lower than the maximum allowed. Thus, the influence of the proposed farm emissions on the neighbourhoods is very low in terms of NH3, PM10, PM2.5 and NOx pollutants. The population in the neighbouring settlements will not be significantly affected by the farm's ammonia emissions or other types of pollutants.

	            4. INFORMATION ON THE PUBLIC PARTICIPATION PROCESS IN THE COUNTRY OF ORIGIN

	Public participation procedures
	

	Expected start and duration of public consultation
	When a project is likely to affect the environment of another Party, the national competent authority for environmental protection notifies the potentially affected Party, as early as possible. Then, the environmental authority from the affected Party informs its own public from the potentially affected areas and its concerned authorities. In 6 weeks from sending the notification, the Party of origin expects from the affected Party the summary of its public’s and competent authorities‛ comments, in English. The scoping document will include the requests sent by the affected Party, as a response to the notification.

After its elaboration, the EIA documentation is made available to the public, which is given 30 days to express its opinion. The EIA documentation is also sent to the affected Parties, which then send their public’s and competent authorities‛ comments, in English, to the Party of origin.

A public hearing is organized in the area of the project. If the affected Party finds it necessary, a public hearing is held on its territory, as well.

The final EIA decision takes into consideration the comments received from the affected Party the same way as those of the national public and authorities.
